Matt 22:29 
Jesus answered and said unto them, Ye do err, not knowing the scriptures, nor the power of 
God.  
Matt 26:53-54 
Thinkest thou that I cannot now pray to my Father, and he shall presently give me more than 
twelve legions of angels? But how then shall the scriptures be fulfilled, that thus it must be?  
Matt 21:42 Did 
Did ye never read in the scriptures, The stone which the builders rejected, the same is 
become the head of the corner: this is the Lord's doing, and it is marvellous in our eyes?  
Luke 22:66-69 as 
as soon as it was day, the elders of the people and the chief priests and the scribes came 
together, and led him into their council, saying, Art thou the Christ? tell us. And he said unto 
them, If I tell you, ye will not believe: And if I also ask you, ye will not answer me, nor let me 
go. Hereafter shall the Son of man sit on the right hand of the power of God.  
Luke 23:1, 3-4, 20-24, 33 (to 3rd ,), 34-35, 50-55 
And the whole multitude of them arose, and led him unto Pilate.  
And Pilate asked him, saying, Art thou the King of the Jews? And he answered him and said, 
Thou sayest it. Then said Pilate to the chief priests and to the people, I find no fault in this 
man.  
Pilate therefore, willing to release Jesus, spake again to them. But they cried, saying, Crucify 
him, crucify him. And he said unto them the third time, Why, what evil hath he done? I have 
found no cause of death in him: I will therefore chastise him, and let him go. And they were 
instant with loud voices, requiring that he might be crucified. And the voices of them and of 
the chief priests prevailed. And Pilate gave sentence that it should be as they required.  
And when they were come to the place, which is called Calvary, there they crucified him,  
¶Then said Jesus, Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do. And they parted his 
raiment, and cast lots. And the people stood beholding. And the rulers also with them 
derided him, saying, He saved others; let him save himself, if he be Christ, the chosen of God.  
¶And, behold, there was a man named Joseph, a counsellor; and he was a good man, and 
a just: (The same had not consented to the counsel and deed of them;) he was of 
Arimathaea, a city of the Jews: who also himself waited for the kingdom of God. This man 
went unto Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus. And he took it down, and wrapped it in 
linen, and laid it in a sepulchre that was hewn in stone, wherein never man before was laid. 
And that day was the preparation, and the sabbath drew on. And the women also, which 
came with him from Galilee, followed after, and beheld the sepulchre, and how his body 
was laid.  
Luke 24:1-33 (to 2nd ,) 
Now upon the first day of the week, very early in the morning, they came unto the sepulchre, 
bringing the spices which they had prepared, and certain others with them. And they found 
the stone rolled away from the sepulchre. And they entered in, and found not the body of 
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the Lord Jesus. And it came to pass, as they were much perplexed thereabout, behold, two 
men stood by them in shining garments: And as they were afraid, and bowed down their 
faces to the earth, they said unto them, Why seek ye the living among the dead? He is not 
here, but is risen: remember how he spake unto you when he was yet in Galilee, Saying, The 
Son of man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men, and be crucified, and the third 
day rise again. And they remembered his words, And returned from the sepulchre, and told 
all these things unto the eleven, and to all the rest. It was Mary Magdalene, and Joanna, and 
Mary the mother of James, and other women that were with them, which told these things 
unto the apostles. And their words seemed to them as idle tales, and they believed them not. 
Then arose Peter, and ran unto the sepulchre; and stooping down, he beheld the linen 
clothes laid by themselves, and departed, wondering in himself at that which was come to 
pass. ¶And, behold, two of them went that same day to a village called Emmaus, which was 
from Jerusalem about threescore furlongs. And they talked together of all these things which 
had happened. And it came to pass, that, while they communed together and reasoned, 
Jesus himself drew near, and went with them. But their eyes were holden that they should not 
know him. And he said unto them, What manner of communications are these that ye have 
one to another, as ye walk, and are sad? And the one of them, whose name was Cleopas, 
answering said unto him, Art thou only a stranger in Jerusalem, and hast not known the things 
which are come to pass there in these days? And he said unto them, What things? And they 
said unto him, Concerning Jesus of Nazareth, which was a prophet mighty in deed and word 
before God and all the people: And how the chief priests and our rulers delivered him to be 
condemned to death, and have crucified him. But we trusted that it had been he which 
should have redeemed Israel: and beside all this, to-day is the third day since these things 
were done. Yea, and certain women also of our company made us astonished, which were 
early at the sepulchre; And when they found not his body, they came, saying, that they had 
also seen a vision of angels, which said that he was alive. And certain of them which were 
with us went to the sepulchre, and found it even so as the women had said: but him they saw 
not. Then he said unto them, O fools, and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have 
spoken: Ought not Christ to have suffered these things, and to enter into his glory? And 
beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the scriptures the 
things concerning himself. And they drew nigh unto the village, whither they went: and he 
made as though he would have gone further. But they constrained him, saying, Abide with 
us: for it is toward evening, and the day is far spent. And he went in to tarry with them. And it 
came to pass, as he sat at meat with them, he took bread, and blessed it, and brake, and 
gave to them. And their eyes were opened, and they knew him; and he vanished out of their 
sight. And they said one to another, Did not our heart burn within us, while he talked with us 
by the way, and while he opened to us the scriptures? And they rose up the same hour, and 
returned to Jerusalem, 
John 21:2-8 (to ;), 9-12 
There were together Simon Peter, and Thomas called Didymus, and Nathanael of Cana in 
Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee, and two other of his disciples. Simon Peter saith unto them, 
I go a-fishing. They say unto him, We also go with thee. They went forth, and entered into a 
ship immediately; and that night they caught nothing. But when the morning was now come, 
Jesus stood on the shore: but the disciples knew not that it was Jesus. Then Jesus saith unto 
them, Children, have ye any meat? They answered him, No. And he said unto them, Cast the 
net on the right side of the ship, and ye shall find. They cast therefore, and now they were not 
able to draw it for the multitude of fishes. Therefore that disciple whom Jesus loved saith unto 
Peter, It is the Lord. Now when Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he girt his fisher's coat 
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unto him, (for he was naked,) and did cast himself into the sea. And the other disciples came 
in a little ship;  
As soon then as they were come to land, they saw a fire of coals there, and fish laid thereon, 
and bread. Jesus saith unto them, Bring of the fish which ye have now caught. Simon Peter 
went up, and drew the net to land full of great fishes, an hundred and fifty and three: and for 
all there were so many, yet was not the net broken. Jesus saith unto them, Come and dine. 
And none of the disciples durst ask him, Who art thou? knowing that it was the Lord.  
II Pet 1:16, 19 
For we have not followed cunningly devised fables, when we made known unto you the 
power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ, but were eyewitnesses of his majesty.  
We have also a more sure word of prophecy; whereunto ye do well that ye take heed, as 
unto a light that shineth in a dark place, until the day dawn, and the day star arise in your 
hearts:

46:5 
In the walk to Emmaus, Jesus was known to his friends by the words, which made their hearts 
burn within them, and by the breaking of bread. The divine Spirit, which identified Jesus thus 
centuries ago, has spoken through the inspired Word and will speak through it in every age 
and clime. It is revealed to the receptive heart, and is again seen casting out evil and 
healing the sick.  
271:1-5 
Christ's Christianity is the chain of scientific being reappearing in all ages, maintaining its 
obvious correspondence with the Scriptures and uniting all periods in the design of God.  
351:8 
The author became a member of the orthodox Congregational Church in early years. Later 
she learned that her own prayers failed to heal her as did the prayers of her devout parents 
and the church; but when the spiritual sense of the creed was discerned in the Science of 
Christianity, this spiritual sense was a present help. It was the living, palpitating presence of 
Christ, Truth, which healed the sick.  
334:10 
XV. The invisible Christ was imperceptible to the so-called personal senses, whereas Jesus 
appeared as a bodily existence. This dual personality of the unseen and the seen, the 
spiritual and material, the eternal Christ and the corporeal Jesus manifest in flesh, continued 
until the Master's ascension, when the human, material concept, or Jesus, disappeared, 
while the spiritual self, or Christ, continues to exist in the eternal order of divine Science, taking 
away the sins of the world, as the Christ has always done, even before the human Jesus was 
incarnate to mortal eyes.  
131:26-29 
The mission of Jesus confirmed prophecy, and explained the so-called miracles of olden time 
as natural demonstrations of the divine power, demonstrations which were not understood.  
53:16-21 
The world could not interpret aright the discomfort which Jesus inspired and the spiritual 
blessings which might flow from such discomfort. Science shows the cause of the shock so 
often produced by the truth, — namely, that this shock arises from the great distance 
between the individual and Truth.  
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48:25-27 
Pale in the presence of his own momentous question, "What is Truth," Pilate was drawn into 
acquiescence with the demands of Jesus' enemies.  
49:1 
The women at the cross could have answered Pilate's question. They knew what had inspired 
their devotion, winged their faith, opened the eyes of their understanding, healed the sick, 
cast out evil, and caused the disciples to say to their Master: "Even the devils are subject unto 
us through thy name."  
233:16 
Already the shadow of His right hand rests upon the hour. Ye who can discern the face of the 
sky, — the sign material, — how much more should ye discern the sign mental, and compass 
the destruction of sin and sickness by overcoming the thoughts which produce them, and by 
understanding the spiritual idea which corrects and destroys them. To reveal this truth was 
our Master's mission to all mankind, including the hearts which rejected him.  
482:19 
Jesus was the highest human concept of the perfect man. He was inseparable from Christ, 
the Messiah, — the divine idea of God outside the flesh. This enabled Jesus to demonstrate 
his control over matter. Angels announced to the Wisemen of old this dual appearing, and 
angels whisper it, through faith, to the hungering heart in every age.  
vii:2 
The wakeful shepherd beholds the first faint morning beams, ere cometh the full radiance of 
a risen day. So shone the pale star to the prophet-shepherds; yet it traversed the night, and 
came where, in cradled obscurity, lay the Bethlehem babe, the human herald of Christ, 
Truth, who would make plain to benighted understanding the way of salvation through Christ 
Jesus, till across a night of error should dawn the morning beams and shine the guiding star of 
being. The Wisemen were led to behold and to follow this daystar of divine Science, lighting 
the way to eternal harmony.  
547:28-32 
Inspired thought relinquishes a material, sensual, and mortal theory of the universe, and 
adopts the spiritual and immortal.  
It is this spiritual perception of Scripture, which lifts humanity out of disease and death and 
inspires faith.  
232:26 
In the sacred sanctuary of Truth are voices of solemn import, but we heed them not. It is only 
when the so-called pleasures and pains of sense pass away in our lives, that we find 
unquestionable signs of the burial of error and the resurrection to spiritual life.  
323:28-32 
The effects of Christian Science are not so much seen as felt. It is the "still, small voice" of Truth 
uttering itself. We are either turning away from this utterance, or we are listening to it and 
going up higher.  
559:8-16 
The "still, small voice" of scientific thought reaches over continent and ocean to the globe's 
remotest bound. The inaudible voice of Truth is, to the human mind, "as when a lion roareth." 
It is heard in the desert and in dark places of fear. It arouses the "seven thunders" of evil, and 
stirs their latent forces to utter the full diapason of secret tones. Then is the power of Truth 
demonstrated, — made manifest in the destruction of error.  
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98:4-7 
The prophet of to-day beholds in the mental horizon the signs of these times, the 
reappearance of the Christianity which heals the sick and destroys error, and no other sign 
shall be given.  
451:14 
Man walks in the direction towards which he looks, and where his treasure is, there will his 
heart be also. If our hopes and affections are spiritual, they come from above, not from 
beneath, and they bear as of old the fruits of the Spirit.
