Matt 5:38-48 
Ye have heard that it hath been said, An eye for an eye, and a tooth for a tooth: 

But I say unto you, That ye resist not evil: but whosoever shall smite thee on thy right cheek, 
turn to him the other also. 

And if any man will sue thee at the law, and take away thy coat, let him have thy cloak also. 

And whosoever shall compel thee to go a mile, go with him twain. 

Give to him that asketh thee, and from him that would borrow of thee turn not thou away. 

Ye have heard that it hath been said, Thou shalt love thy neighbour, and hate thine enemy. 

But I say unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate 
you, and pray for them which despitefully use you, and persecute you;

Whosoever therefore shall humble himself as this little child, the same is greatest in the king-
dom of heaven.

And Abram went up out of Egypt, he, and his wife, and all that he had, and Lot with him, into the 
south.

And the land was not able to bear them, that they might dwell together: for their substance was 
great, so that they could not dwell together.

 Science and Health with Key to the Scriptures, By Mary Baker Eddy 

333:16 1st The 
The advent of Jesus of Nazareth marked the first century of the Christian era, but the Christ is 
without beginning of years or end of days. Throughout all generations both before and after the 
Christian era, the Christ, as the spiritual idea, — the reflection of God, — has come with some 
measure of power and grace to all prepared to receive Christ, Truth. Abraham, Jacob, Moses, 
and the prophets caught glorious glimpses of the Messiah, or Christ, which baptized these seers 
in the divine nature, the essence of Love. The divine image, idea, or Christ was, is, and ever will 
be inseparable from the divine Principle, God. Jesus referred to this unity of his spiritual identity 
thus: “Before Abraham was, I am;” “I and my Father are one;” “My Father is greater than I.” The 
one Spirit includes all identities. 

445:19 
Christian Science silences human will, quiets fear with Truth and Love, and illustrates the unla-
bored motion of the divine energy in healing the sick. Self-seeking, envy, passion, pride, hatred, 
and revenge are cast out by the divine Mind which heals disease. The human will which maketh 
and worketh a lie, hiding the divine Principle of harmony, is destructive to health, and is the 
cause of disease rather than its cure. 

405:5 
Christian Science commands man to master the propensities, — to hold hatred in abeyance with 
kindness, to conquer lust with chastity, revenge with charity, and to overcome deceit with hon-
esty. Choke these errors in their early stages, if you would not cherish an army of conspirators 



against health, happiness, and success. They will deliver you to the judge, the arbiter of truth 
against error. The judge will deliver you to justice, and the sentence of the moral law will be ex-
ecuted upon mortal mind and body. Both will be manacled until the last farthing is paid, — until 
you have balanced your account with God. “Whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap.” 
The good man finally can overcome his fear of sin. This is sin’s necessity, — to destroy itself. 
Immortal man demonstrates the government of God, good, in which is no power to sin. 

83:6-16 
Science only can explain the incredible good and evil elements now coming to the surface. Mor-
tals must find refuge in Truth in order to escape the error of these latter days. Nothing is more 
antagonistic to Christian Science than a blind belief without understanding, for such a belief 
hides Truth and builds on error. 

Miracles are impossible in Science, and here Science takes issue with popular religions. The 
scientific manifestation of power is from the divine nature and is not supernatural, since Science 
is an explication of nature. 

304:16 
Harmony is produced by its Principle, is controlled by it and abides with it. Divine Principle is the 
Life of man. Man’s happiness is not, therefore, at the disposal of physical sense. Truth is not 
contaminated by error. Harmony in man is as beautiful as in music, and discord is unnatural, 
unreal. 

444:13 
Students are advised by the author to be charitable and kind, not only towards differing forms of 
religion and medicine, but to those who hold these differing opinions. Let us be faithful in point-
ing the way through Christ, as we understand it, but let us also be careful always to “judge right-
eous judgment,” and never to condemn rashly. “Whosoever shall smite thee on thy right cheek, 
turn to him the other also.” That is, Fear not that he will smite thee again for thy forbearance. If 
ecclesiastical sects or medical schools turn a deaf ear to the teachings of Christian Science, 
then part from these opponents as did Abraham when he parted from Lot, and say in thy heart: 
“Let there be no strife, I pray thee, between me and thee, and between my herdmen and thy 
herdmen; for we be brethren.” Immortals, or God’s children in divine Science, are one harmo-
nious family; but mortals, or the “children of men” in material sense, are discordant and ofttimes 
false brethren. 

225:29-31 
Men and women of all climes and races are still in bondage to material sense, ignorant how to 
obtain their freedom. 

106:15-29 
Let this age, which sits in judgment on Christian Science, sanction only such methods as are 
demonstrable in Truth and known by their fruit, and classify all others as did St. Paul in his great 
epistle to the Galatians, when he wrote as follows: 

“Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, 
lasciviousness, idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, here-
sies, envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings and such like: of the which I tell you before, as 
I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of 
God. But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, 
meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.” 



93:13-17, 18 
Good never causes evil, nor creates aught that can cause evil. 

Good does not create a mind susceptible of causing evil, for evil is the opposing error and not 
the truth of creation.  
Whatever contradicts the real nature of the divine Esse, though human faith may clothe it with 
angelic vestments, is without foundation. 

394:17 
Experience has proved to the author the fallacy of material systems in general, — that their the-
ories are sometimes pernicious, and that their denials are better than their affirmations. Will you 
bid a man let evils overcome him, assuring him that all misfortunes are from God, against whom 
mortals should not contend? Will you tell the sick that their condition is hopeless, unless it can 
be aided by a drug or climate? Are material means the only refuge from fatal chances? Is there 
no divine permission to conquer discord of every kind with harmony, with Truth and Love? 

78:1 
The decaying flower, the blighted bud, the gnarled oak, the ferocious beast, — like the discords 
of disease, sin, and death, — are unnatural. They are the falsities of sense, the changing deflec-
tions of mortal mind; they are not the eternal realities of Mind. 
  
134:21 
The true Logos is demonstrably Christian Science, the natural law of harmony which overcomes 
discord, — not because this Science is supernatural or preternatural, nor because it is an infrac-
tion of divine law, but because it is the immutable law of God, good. Jesus said: “I knew that 
Thou hearest me always;” and he raised Lazarus from the dead, stilled the tempest, healed the 
sick, walked on the water. There is divine authority for believing in the superiority of spiritual 
power over material resistance. 

476:9-13, 21-22 
 God is the Principle of man, and man is the idea of God. Hence man is not mortal nor material. 
Mortals will disappear, and immortals, or the children of God, will appear as the only and eternal 
verities of man. 

Learn this, O mortal, and earnestly seek the spiritual status of man, which is outside of all mate-
rial selfhood. 

582:28 
Children. The spiritual thoughts and representatives of Life, Truth, and Love. 

497:24 (1st And) 
And we solemnly promise to watch, and pray for that Mind to be in us which was also in Christ
